	The Board of Public Works and Safety of the City of Jasper, Indiana, met in regular session on Tuesday, October 22, 2013, in the Council Chambers of City Hall located at 610 Main Street.

CALL TO ORDER
        Presiding Officer Mayor Terry Seitz called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m.

	Also present were Police Chief J. Michael Bennett, Street Commissioner Raymond Eckerle, City Engineer Chad Hurm, Personnel/Safety/Loss Control Director Cale Knies, Fire Chief/Code Enforcement Officer Kenneth Hochgesang, Director of Community Development and Planning Darla Blazey, City Attorney Renee Kabrick, and Clerk-Treasurer Juanita Boehm.

 Clerk-Treasurer Boehm announced that in order to have a quorum for the meeting, a majority of the board members must be present.  All three board members were present; therefore, there was a quorum for the meeting.  

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
Mayor Seitz invited all those present to join him in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
 
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES
The board members examined the minutes of the regular meeting held on October 9, 2013.  Thereafter, a motion was made by David Prechtel and seconded by Timothy Bell to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.

TURKEY TROT 5K RUN/WALK
	Kristin Gutgsell, representing Health Pointe, said they are hosting the annual Turkey Trot 5K run/walk on Thanksgiving morning, Thursday, November 28, 2013, from 7:45 a.m. to 10:30 a.m. with the race beginning at 8:00 a.m.  The route, which is the same as last year, starts at the high school, travels north on the walking path along St. Charles Street to 36th Street, and returns the same route except it ends at Health Pointe.

	A motion was made by Mayor Seitz and seconded by Timothy Bell to permit Health Pointe to hold the Turkey Trot.  Motion carried  3-0.

USE TRAIN DEPOT
	Mayor Seitz said the City received a letter from Jo Annette Cooley, representing the Children’s Christmas Wish Program, asking to use the train depot on October 28 and November 4, 2013 from 4:30 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. and waive its rental fee.  Volunteers register needy families that live in Dubois County into the Children’s Christmas Wish Program.  The program runs on volunteers and donations and is open to the public.

	A motion was made by David Prechtel and seconded by Timothy Bell to approve the use of the train depot and waive the rental fee.  Motion carried 3-0.

USE TRAIN DEPOT
	Matrissa Leggett with Dale Carnegie Training of Evansville wants to use the train depot on November 12, 2013 from 7:30 a.m. to 9:30 a.m. to promote the Dale Carnegie course with the focus on customer loyalty.  Since Leggett could not attend the meeting, she was to submit a letter making this request but the letter has not been received.  Since the next meeting is scheduled for November 12th, the board members felt they needed to take action at this meeting.

	A motion was made by Timothy Bell and seconded by David Prechtel to allow the Dale Carnegie training at the train depot on November 12, 2013 contingent upon all information is submitted to the City by November 1, 2013.  Motion carried 3-0.

REMINDERS
Mayor Seitz reminded everyone that Halloween at Central Green, an event sponsored by the park department, will be held on Sunday, October 27, 2013 from 6:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.

	He also reminded citizens that Trick or Treat hours are set for Thursday, October 31, 2013 from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.

DEMOLISH STRUCTURE
	City Engineer Chad Hurm asked permission to release plans and specifications to seek quotes to demolish the structure at 110 S. Main Street.  This would be in conjunction with the mitigation of the flood plain issue.  Board member Prechtel asked the approximate cost for such a demolition.  Hurm said based on the cost to demolish other residences he would estimate not-to-exceed $10,000.00.

	A motion was made by Mayor Seitz and seconded by David Prechtel to grant the city engineer permission to seek what he needs to do to demolish this property.  Motion carried 3-0.

	Later in the meeting, Police Chief J. Michael Bennett asked if the police department could use this structure for training prior to the demolition.  Mayor Seitz said they need to discuss this because the fire department may also want to use it for training.  City Attorney Renee Kabrick said the property is being donated to the City but it has not formally been accepted by the City.  The matter will be addressed at tomorrow’s council meeting.



MID-WINTER CONFERENCE
	Police Chief J. Michael Bennett asked permission if he and the assistant police chief could attend the IACP mid-winter conference at Indianapolis on January 29-31, 2014.

	A motion was made by Timothy Bell and seconded by David Prechtel to approve the request.  Motion carried 3-0.

QUOTES FOR CRUSHING DEMOLITION CONCRETE
	Street Commissioner Raymond Eckerle said for about three years, the street department has been collecting demolition concrete from sidewalks, etc. and storing it at the resource recovery site.  A surveyor determined 3,435 cubic yards were stockpiled as of September 30, 2013.  Quotes were sought for the cost of crushing 3,435 cubic yards or 5,500 tons plus a unit price to crush anything that was collected after the pile was measured by the surveyor.   

	City Attorney Renee Kabrick opened the following quotes:

	Eckerle recommended awarding the quote to the low and most responsible and responsive quoter as long as the quote meets the specifications.

	A motion was made by Mayor Seitz and seconded by David Prechtel to award the quote to Innovative Crushing and Aggregate for $26,950.00 plus a unit price of $ 4.20 per ton as long as it meets the specifications.  Motion carried 3-0.

REPORTS
	The September 2013 police activity report was distributed to the board members via email on October 18, 2013.

	Street Commissioner Raymond Eckerle said at the October 9, 2013 meeting the board accepted the quote for a snow plow submitted by Meyer Truck Equipment for $6,300.00 as long as it met the specifications.  Eckerle reported that the quote from Meyer Truck Equipment did meet the specifications and they were award the quote.

	Fire Chief Kenneth Hochgesang distributed copies of the September 2013 fuel and maintenance report.

	Hochgesang reported that the testing of the tower truck, ladder truck, and ground ladders is finished.  There were a few small, routine maintenance issues that have been completed and all items passed the tests.

EXTEND THE ANNUAL SUPPLY BID FOR ITEM #2
	At the October 9, 2013 meeting, Street Commissioner Raymond Eckerle recommended accepting J.H. Rudolph’s offer to extend their 2013 annual supply bid contract for Item #2, bituminous material to 2014.  Before the board took action, City Attorney Renee Kabrick said she wanted to look at the language in the law that pertains to this matter.

	Kabrick said she reviewed the law and accepting the offer is okay.

	A motion was made by Mayor Seitz and seconded by Timothy Bell to accept the offer from J.H. Rudolph and Company Inc to extend the 2013 bid for Item #2 bituminous material to 2014.  Motion carried 3-0.

AUGUST MACK PROPOSAL
	Street Commissioner Raymond Eckerle said recently IDEM requested the City install five additional methane monitoring probes at the former landfill site.  In order to assist the City with this matter, August Mack Environmental has a proposal for approximately $10,000.00 to install these probes at the locations identified by IDEM and to assist with the initial gas sampling event and report preparation.  Eckerle asked permission to proceed with the August Mack proposal.

	A motion was made by Mayor Seitz and seconded by David Prechtel to enter into an agreement with August Mack Environmental as described by the street commissioner this morning.  Motion carried 3-0.
