The Regular Meeting of the Jasper Park and Recreation Board was called to order at 4:30

Member Otto led the board in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Secretary Berger nominated the following slate of officers for 2014:

No other nominations were made.  Secretary Berger made a motion to approve the slate of officers and Member Otto seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.

The minutes from the regular December meeting were approved on a motion by Secretary Berger and seconded by Member Otto.  All were in favor 5-0. 
The monthly claims were approved on a motion by Member Eckerle and seconded by Vice President Schnarr.  All were in favor 5-0.
OAC Director Dick gave the Older Americans Report.  The elliptical machine has been delivered and is seeing a lot of use.  The number of people attending the walk fit class has gone up.  There is no trip planned for January.  Dick advised that the contract with Four Rivers Resource Inc (Ride Solutions) is due for renewal.  Secretary Berger made a motion to approve the contract.  Member Eckerle seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.

Director Buck updated the board concerning the Aquatic Feasibility Study for the pool.  He stated that Attorney Kabrick will email board members with the scope of the project in the coming weeks.  
Director of Golf Steve Milligan gave the golf report.  Municipal Golf Course took in $9,673.44 in December, compared to $13,608.34 last year for a decrease of $3,934.90.  Ruxer Golf Course took in $790.60 in December compared to $305.73 last December, for an increase of $484.87

Director Buck stated that the Park Department received 168 entries for re-naming the Municipal Golf Course.  A five member committee met and decided to recommend naming the course “Buffalo Trace Golf Course”.  Assistant Director Oeding told the board about the history of the Buffalo Trace in Dubois County.  Member Eckerle made a motion to approve changing the name of the course.  Member Otto seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.

Director Buck asked permission to start the hiring process for a golf pro to run both golf courses.  This person would also be in charge of offering golf lessons.  Secretary Berger made a motion to approve starting the process.  Member Eckerle seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.
Mayor Seitz advised the board that the city is talking to the Dubois County Community Foundation about establishing a $1 million park and recreation endowment fund.  By doing this, the city could receive $35,000-$45,000 a year for the park system. 

Mayor Seitz suggested that the former Country Club property be renamed as The Parklands of Jasper.  Secretary Berger made a motion rename the property as The Parklands of Jasper, Member Otto seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.  

Assistant Director Oeding requested permission to seek quotes on fertilizer and weed control for the sports park, soccer fields and Central Green Park.  Vice President Schnarr made a motion to seek quotes.  Member Eckerle seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.

Assistant Director Oeding requested permission to seek quotes on mowing the Habig Center property.  Vice President Schnarr made a motion to seek quotes.  Secretary Berger seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.

Director Buck requested permission to hire 3 permanent part time employees.  A person is needed at the Sports Complex for park maintenance and another person at Ruxer Golf Course maintenance.  The third person will be for a special events coordinator who will coordinate ticketing and marketing efforts for the Spirit of Jasper.  Member Eckerle made the motion to start the hiring process for the three positions.  Member Otto seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.

Director Buck stated that a rental at Camp Carnes was cancelled on December 7, due to the snow storm on that date.  Since it was cancelled less than 30 days before the event, per the contract, board permission is needed to refund the entire amount.  Secretary Berger made a motion to refund the entire amount of the contract.  Member Otto seconded.  All were in favor 5-0.     
Chad Hurm, City Engineer, and representatives from Clark-Dietz Engineering Firm, gave the Board an overview of the plans for the multi use walking path in Jasper.

Being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 5:08 P.M. on a motion by Secretary Berger and seconded by Member Eckerle.  All were in favor 5-0.
