The Juror, Bryan W. Knicely is currently The John W. Streetman Executive Director of the Evansville Museum of Arts, History & Science.  Knicely was the former Executive Director of the Coral Springs Museum of Art and the former President for Stonewall National Museum & Archives.  He worked for the Museum of Art | Fort Lauderdale and he was also the founder of (Re)Create Consulting.  Prior to Florida, Knicely joined the Greater Columbus Arts Council as President and also served on cultural delegations to Germany, Denmark, Chile and China.  Knicely was the Assistant Director & Accessibility Coordinator of the Maine Arts Commission. He received two awards from the governor for outstanding         leadership and service, as well as two awards for his marketing and branding campaigns. He was selected to participate in the Harvard Business School’s Performance Measurements for Effective Management of Nonprofit Organizations in order to enhance the Creative Economy movement in Maine. Knicely worked with trade missions to France, an exchange with Aomori, Japan, and as a cultural ambassador to Cuba. Knicely has worked with the National   Endowment for the Arts and served as a panelist on the NEA's 2006 State Arts Agencies Partnership Agreement peer-review process. He has presented at both national and international conferences, as well as being a member of Americans for the Arts and American Alliance of Museums.
