Jasper Community Arts will host 12 art classes this fall at the Jasper Arts Center and at its Satellite Art Space, adjacent to the Jasper Municipal Pool Building. There will be 3 children’s classes and 9 high school/ adult classes. 

ALLA PRIMA, MINI STILL LIFE will be offered to High School students and Adults on Monday, October 5th through Wednesday, October 7th, 2015 from 6:00 to 8:00 pm (3 classes).  In painting, alla prima refers to wet on wet. Using this technique we will produce three to four mini paintings each day of fruits, vegetables and other still life subject matter. Instruction will focus on composition, economy of brush strokes and color relationships. This will be a great introductory workshop for beginners or an inspirational refresher course for more advanced artists.  Instructed by LAURA POMMIER. BEGINNING WHEEL THROWING will be offered to High School students and Adults on Mondays, October 5th – November 9th, 2015 from 5:30 – 7:00 pm (6 classes).  Enjoy an evening filled with clay and wheel-throwing on the beginner’s level.  During this class we will learn how to create three-dimensional forms and wheel-throwing techniques.  Limit 8 participants.  Instructed by JEN TOLBERT.  The cost of this workshop is $65. 

WATERCOLOR will be offered to High School students and Adults on Tuesdays, October 6th – November 10th, 2015 from 5:30 – 6:30 pm (6 classes).  Learn watercolor techniques as you create your very own masterpiece!  Instructed by JEN TOLBERT.  The cost of this workshop is $30.

INTERMEDIATE-ADVANCED WHEEL THROWING will be offered to High School students and Adults on Tuesdays, October 6th – November 10th, 2015 from 6:30 – 8:00 pm (6 classes).  Enjoy an evening filled with clay and wheel-throwing on the advanced level.  During this class we will learn how to create three-dimensional forms and wheel-throwing techniques.  Limit 8 participants.  Instructed by JEN TOLBERT.  The cost of this workshop in $80. 

CLAY HAND-BUILDING will be offered to High School students and Adults on Thursdays, October 8th – November 12th, 2015 from 6:00 – 8:00 pm (6 classes).  This class will explore the potentials of hand building with clay.  Several different techniques of hand building will be examined.  Texture and surface detail will be an emphasis on creating a highly refined piece with a strong use of form.  Each student will have the opportunity to create a unique and interesting piece of ceramic art.  Instructed by LUKE VERKAMP.  The cost of this workshop is $80. 

SURFACE SHADING will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturday, October 3rd, 2015 from 9:00 am to noon (1day class).  Beginning artist will learn the rudiment of shading from a controlled light source.  Learning to see areas of shading, shadow, reflective light, highlight, and cast shadow of 3-dimensional objects.  Instructed by FRED ROBBERTS.  The cost of this workshop is $15. 

WOW COWS will be offered to students in grades 3rd through 5th on Saturday, October 10th, 2015 from 9:00 am to noon (1 day class).  Each student will have a small toy plastic cow, black and white.  We will practice drawing it and when a good image is achieved we will go over the line with crayon pastels (in many colors).  We will then use watercolors to carefully paint in the different areas on the cow, the sky and the background.  The results will be a Technicolor Art cow of the highest order!  Instructed by BILL WHORRALL.  The cost of this workshop is $15.

PHOTO COPY WEAVE FACES will be offered to students in grades 3rd through 5th on Saturday, October 17th, 2015 from 9:00 am to noon (1 day class).  We will photograph each student’s face and enlarge it on the photocopy machine.  Each student will have 2 copies.  These will be painted with watercolors and then woven into each other.  Since the color of each picture will be different, when they are woven together the total image is of one face and the interwoven section of different colors produce a very interesting image!  Instructed by BILL WHORRALL.  The cost of this workshop is $15.

DRAWING STILL LIFE ON TONED PAPER will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturday, October 24th, 2015 from 9:00 am to noon (1day class).  Drawing still life objects teaches many things including composition, shading and proportion.  Drawing on toned paper produces a very special effect.  The paper gives you a middle tone immediately so the student can work on the darkest and lightest areas to create an image faster and easier.  Great for anyone who likes to draw or just wants to improve.  Instructed by BILL WHORRALL.  The cost of this workshop is $15. 
 
DRAWING SUNFLOWERS will be offered to students in grades 3rd through 5th on Saturday, October 31st, 2015 from 9:00 am to noon (1 day class).  Each students will be looking at a group of sunflowers and sketching them with pencil.  We then paint, allow to dry and go over with black pen lines.  When the background is filled in with black or dark blue, the results is a detailed and image full of sharp contrast sure to please!  Instructed by BILL WHORRALL.  The cost of this workshop is $15.  
 
DRAWING WITH FOUND OBJECTS will be offered to adults on Saturday, November 7th, 2015 from 9:00 am to noon (1 day class).  This is one of our most popular classes for adults.  The materials are simple, ink and paper.  You will be shown how to sticks, leaves and other found objects can be used to draw landscapes outdoor.  The results are amazing!  Instructed by BILL WHORRALL.  The cost of this workshop is $15.  

LEARNING TO DRAW IN 1-POINT PERSPECTIVE will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturday, November 4th, 2015 from 9:00 am to noon (1 day class).  Students will learn drawing using Renaissance 1-point perspective.  Instructed by FRED ROBBERTS.  The cost of this workshop is $15.
