SUBJECT:  FALL ART WORKSHOPS, JASPER COMMUNITY ARTS
Jasper Community Arts will host 13 art classes this fall at the Jasper Arts Center and at its Satellite Art Space, adjacent to the Jasper Municipal Pool Building. There will be 3 children’s classes, 9 high school/ adult classes and 1 learn together for adults and children class. 

BEGINNING WHEEL THROWING will be offered to High School students and Adults on Tuesdays, October 4th – November 8th, 2016 from 5:30 to 6:30pm (6 classes).  Enjoy an evening filled with clay, wheel-throwing and hand-building on the beginner’s level.  During this class we will learn how to create three-dimensional forms and wheel-throwing techniques.  Limit 8 participants.  Instructed by JEN TOLBERT.  The cost of this workshop is $65. 

INTERMEDIATE-ADVANCED WHEEL THROWING will be offered to High School students and Adults on Tuesdays, October 4th – November 8th, 2016 from 6:30 – 8:00pm (6 classes).  Enjoy an evening filled with clay and wheel-throwing on the advanced level.  During this class we will learn how to create three-dimensional forms and wheel-throwing techniques.  Limit 8 participants.  Instructed by JEN TOLBERT.  The cost of this workshop is $80.

LET’S LEARN TOGETHER- CLAY CLASS will be offered to pairs of adult and child, age 6 and over on Saturdays, October 8th through November 12th, 2016 from 9:30 – 10:30am (6 classes).  Learn to make pots on the potter’s wheel.  We will also explore some hand-building techniques.  This is a class for adult and child to learn something new.  Both are students!  Step away from parenting time and learn something new together! Limit 8 pairs.  Instructed by JEN TOLBERT.  The cost of this workshop is $100.  Fee includes both, adult and child.  

WATERCOLOR will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturdays, October 8th – November 12th, 2016 from 10:30am – noon (6 classes).  Learn watercolor techniques as you create your very own masterpiece!  Instructed by JEN TOLBERT.  The cost of this workshop is $50.

FALL FOLIAGE PAINTING CLASS will be offered to High School students and Adults on Tuesdays, October 18th through Thursday, October 20th, 2016 from 6:00 – 8:00pm (3 day class).  It’s almost that time of the year again, when the bright fall colors tempt us to open our paint boxes and pick up those brushes.  In this workshop artists will explore methods and techniques in creating artistic narratives of autumn.  Instructed by LAURA POMMIER. The cost of this workshop is $40.

WOW COWS- PAINTING will be offered to students in grades 3rd-5th on Saturday October 8th and Saturday, October 15th, 2016 from 9:00 – 11:00am (2 day class).  Each students will have a small toy plastic cow, black and white.  We will practice drawing it and when a good image is achieved we will go over the lines with crayon pastels (in many colors).  We will then use watercolors to carefully paint in the different areas on the cow, the sky and the background.  The results will be a Technicolor Art cow of the highest order!  *Bonus projects will be added for those who finish early.  Instructed by BILL WHORRALL.  The cost of this workshop is $30. 

DRAWING THE HUMAN FIGURE WITHOUT FEAR will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturday, October 15th, 2016 from 12:00 – 3:00pm (1 class).  The students will learn the basics of drawing the human figure without the conventional fears normally associated with such an endeavor.  The instructor will use a training technique he employed during his 42 years of teaching experience with high school students.  Limit 10 participants.  Instructed by FRED ROBBERTS.  The cost of this workshop is $20.

DRAWING THE HUMAN FACE WITHOUT FEAR will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturday, October 22nd, 2016 from 12:00 – 3:00pm (1 class).  The students will learn the basics of drawing the human face without the conventional fears normally associated with such an endeavor.  The instructor will use a training technique he employed during his 42 years of teaching experience with high school students.  Limit 10 participants.  Instructed by FRED ROBBERTS.  The cost of this workshop is $20.

PAINTING- QUILT DESIGNS will be offered to students in grade 3rd – 5th on Saturday, October 22nd and Saturday, October 29th, 2016 from 9:00 – 11:00am (2 day class).  Students will create their own geometric patterns on paper, outline them with one or more colors and paint.  The idea of pattern is emphasized and learning how to control the paint is a great by-product.  More than one quilt pattern can be worked on at the same time.  Sizes will also be of the student’s choosing.  *Bonus projects will be added for those who finish early.  Instructed by BILL WHORRALL.  The cost of this workshop is $30. 

LEARNING TO DRAW IN 1-POINT PERSPECTIVE will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturday, October 29th, 2016 from 12:00 – 3:00pm (1 day class).  Students will learn drawing using Renaissance 1-point perspective.  Instructed by FRED ROBBERTS.  The cost of this workshop is $20. 

LEARNING TO DRAW IN 2-POINT PERSPECTIVE will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturday, November 5th, 2016 from 12:00 – 3:00pm (1 day class).  Students will learn drawing using Renaissance 2-point perspective.  Instructed by FRED ROBBERTS.  The cost of this workshop is $20.

PAINTING – FLOWER-VASE DESIGNS will be offered to students in grade 3rd – 5th on Saturday, November 5th and Saturday, November 12th, 2016 from 9:00 – 11:00am (2 day class).  The flower-vase design will utilize the materials to create a stained glass effect.  Different ways to manipulate the paint will be experimented with on scrap paper first.  The drawings of vases and flowers will be done from a still life set up after the “frame” design is placed on the paper.  Two paintings can be worked on at the same time to accommodate drying.  *Bonus projects will be added for those who finish early.  Instructed by BILL WHORRALL.  The cost of this workshop is $30.   

HOW TO SHADE will be offered to High School students and Adults on Saturday, November 12th, 2016 from 12:00 to 3:00pm (1day class).  Beginning artist will learn the rudiment of shading from a controlled light source.  Learning to see areas of shading, shadow, reflective light, highlight, and cast shadow of 3-dimensional objects.  Instructed by FRED ROBBERTS.  The cost of this workshop is $20.
