To kick off the year, Jasper Community Arts is preparing for its second Plein Air and Quick Draw event.  The painting event will take place in Dubois County on Friday, May 13 and Saturday, May 14, 2016.  Enjoy a weekend of painting the charms of southern Indiana- hills, rivers, fields, quaint villages and more!  

Plein Air, simply described, is painting outdoors rather than in a studio.  The term comes from the French ‘en plein air’, meaning ‘in the open air’.  The Impressionists were particularly interested in the influence of changing light and the effects of light on color when outdoors.  Monet is a popular example of a plein air painter. 
The Quick Draw Event is a plein air competition, exhibit, and sale.  This competition is a timed event that starts promptly at 4:00 pm and lasts for 90 minutes.  The artists must have their canvas stamped prior to the start of the event.  Artists only have a short time to create and frame one plein air piece within a designated boundary near the Schaeffer Barn.  Artists may use any medium to create their art piece.  Artwork must be created only from the surrounding area and the artists may not use models or references to work from.

This particular kind of event is extremely popular and has taken place nationwide in numerous cities and towns.  Call the Jasper Arts Center to register today.  Plein Air Event is $15, Quick Draw Event is $15, and both are $25.  Sign up before March 31st and enjoy both events for only $20!   Early registration is encouraged; however artists may register the day of the event.  Free gifts, prizes, entertainment and more!
