By Title Only Procedure: City Attorney Renee Kabrick noted that there is no legal requirement to read ordinances and resolutions in full. She stated that, if the Council was in agreement, she would draft an amendment to the Council’s current procedures specifying that all ordinances and resolutions will be read by title only unless otherwise voted upon.
